Background:

As part of the Business Plan Update discussions with the Planning Advisory
Committee (PAC) in March 2009, one of the action items included examining
opportunities to update existing municipal agreements and to establish new
agreements. At the May 8/09 PAC meeting a draft agreement prepared by
staff was provided to the PAC members for discussion purposes. The PAC
members saw benefit in developing service agreement(s) with all of the
watershed municipalities. A subsequent version of the draft agreement was
presented at the September 11, 2009 PAC and the following action items
were identified: 1) to further revise the agreement based on meeting
discussions; 2) to circulate the document to NVCA'’s solicitor for review; 3) to
circulate draft agreement to a few municipalities for initial thoughts and
comments; and, 4) provide the agreement to the Board of Directors for
direction. On October 9, 2009, the Board of Directors directed staff to
circulate the draft agreement to the watershed municipalities for their
consideration. On March 2010 the Executive Committee directed staff to
execute streamlining agreements with our watershed municipalities
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NVCA and Town of New Tecumseth Municipal Streamlining Agreement

consistent with the agreement presented to the Board of Directors on
October 9, 2009.

Proposed Agreement:

In April 2011 a draft Partnership Agreement from the Town of New
Tecumseth staff was forwarded to the NVCA for comments. Through
discussions at a staff level revisions have since been made and the proposed
Agreement (see attachment) reflects the objectives of both the Town and
NVCA with regard to providing efficient and effective services. The proposed
agreement is a partnership between the NVCA and the Town of New
Tecumseth intended to promote streamlining of the plan review process
including enhancing communications and issue resolution. On June 20,
2011 the draft agreement was endorsed by the Town of New Tecumseth
Committee of the Whole and by Council on June 27, 2011. Attachment 1
includes the New Tecumseth staff report including the council approved
partnership agreement.

The proposed agreement has been review by NVCA staff and our solicitor
who determined that the agreement is consistent with the template
approved by the Board of Directors in October 2009.

NVCA staff find the agreement satisfactory, consistent with the October 2009
Board direction and recommend approval of the agreement.

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1. INTRODUCTION

Nottawasaga Valley Conservation Authority (NVCA) provides plan review and regulatory functions exercised
under the Planning Act and the Conservation Authorities Act, as described in the NVCA Planning and Regulations
Guidelines approved August 28" 2009 (or successor), or other applicable legislation. As outlined below this
Agreement is a partnership between the NVCA and the Town of New Tecumseth intended to promote streamlining
of the plan review process including enhancing communications and issue resolution.

The PURPOSE of this Agreement is to:

a) Provide for effective and streamlined NVCA plan review and technical clearance support/expertise to
assist the Town of New Tecumseth to make sound decisions on planning applications; consistent with the
Conservation Authorities Act and relevant provincial and local policies;

b) Support and streamline the municipal plan review process where opportunities exist to facilitate as much
as possible the creation of a "one window" planning system primarily coordinated by the Town;

c) Replace the previous agreement between the Town of New Tecumseth and the NVCA entitled “Agreement
for Streamlining of Consent and Minor Variance Applications”;

d) Clarify the roles and responsibility of the NVCA planning and regulations program; and,
€) Develop clear protocols for NVCA-Town plan review communications and issue resolution (Schedule 3).
2. LEGISLATIVE CONTEXT

Subsections 17(15)(b), 34(10.7)(a), 51(20)(a), 53(5)(a), and 45(5) of the Planning Act specify that applications for
official plan and zoning amendments, plans of subdivision, consents and minor variances must be circulated to
public bodies prior to consideration of approval. Ontario Regulations 543/06, 545/06, 544/06, 547/06 and 200/96
further specify that these applications must be circulated to the secretary-treasurer of the local conservation
authority unless notice is given that the conservation authority does not wish to receive information pertaining to
the application.

This Partnership Agreement will establish a modified circulation and notice procedure by requiring that only those
applications identified on Schedule 1 will be circulated to the NVCA.

3. ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

The Town of New Tecumseth (hereinafter the “Town”) and the Nottawasaga Valley Conservation Authority
(hereinafter the “NVCA”) agree that:

a) The Town will screen planning and development applications received by it and forward those applications
identified for NVCA review to the NVCA in a timely manner. The screening of the applications will occur
in accordance with the Screening Procedures as set out in Schedule 1 attached. The Screening Procedures
may be revised from time to time on written consent of each of the Parties. It is agreed that the NVCA
ultimately has the responsibility to ensure its mandated interests are adequately assessed and addressed for
each application. As such, the Town is not to be deemed responsible for ensuring the NVCA mandate is
executed on any particular application.

b) The NVCA will provide the Town with plan review and technical clearance services, as set out within this
agreement, in accordance with the NVCA Planning and Regulations Guidelines, by fulfilling the functions
described below:
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1) Define features and assess the long-term ecological function and biodiversity of natural heritage
systems, identifying opportunities where applicable for restoration or improvements. Examine the
functions of these features, determine the need for and adequacy of studies (including
environmental impact studies) which assess impacts, and propose appropriate development limits
defined through policy, mitigation, restoration and/or enhancement measures and establish
requirements and conditions related to:

wetlands;

wildlife habitat;

habitats of threatened and endangered species;
fish habitat;

areas of natural and scientific interest;
woodlands;

valley lands;

flood, erosion and dynamic beach hazards;
flood and erosion watercourse and valley land hazards;
ground water discharge and recharge areas;
ground water quantity and quality;

surface water quantity and quality.

i1) To expedite where possible the review of development applications and protect fisheries habitat by
implementing the Fish Habitat Management Agreement as signed between NVCA and the
Department of Fisheries and Oceans Canada, including identifying the need for an application to
be processed through an application for mitigation and compensation under the Federal Fisheries
Act.

1ii) Assist in the technical aspects of applying alternative development standards as a best management
practice for stormwater management purposes and enhancement of natural heritage features and
functions consistent with Provincial and local polices.

iv) The NVCA will continue technical review of Stormwater Management reports on behalf of the
Town for applications outside of the NVCA’s regulated area at the discretion of the Town.
Nothing precludes the NVCA from commenting and reviewing Stormwater Management
submissions as would normally be exercised under the Planning Act, the Conservation Authorities
Act, or other applicable legislation.

c) Information or data sources generated through municipal or watershed studies or source water protection
work will be shared by the NVCA with the Town, provided that the data sources are not restricted under
third party licensing.

d) Notwithstanding the purpose of this Agreement it is recognized that:

1) The NVCA will review and provide comments and advice in the context of the policies and land
use designations of approved official plans and other guiding municipal documents;

i1) Effective watershed management and environmental protection also requires the appropriate
consideration of regional and local natural resources as identified through official and secondary
plans, municipal studies, watershed and subwatershed studies, NVCA natural heritage mapping, or
a site specific proposal;
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iii) The NVCA will provide comments, recommendations and tribunal evidence as necessary, as
outlined in 3(b)(i), on planning matters circulated by the Town such as official plans, policy
amendments and municipal studies; and

iv) Nothing precludes the NVCA from commenting to the Town on land use planning as would
normally be exercised under the Planning Act, the Conservation Authorities Act, or other
applicable legislation.

Both parties agree to actively participate in predevelopment consultation.

The NVCA agrees to review and provide comments to the Town on any environmental studies, including but not
limited to Natural Heritage Evaluations, Environmental Impact Study, natural hazard analysis, hydrogeological
reports and stormwater management reports, required to fulfill the conditions of a development or Planning Act
application. Studies will be completed to the satisfaction of the NVCA and shall be prepared in accordance with
Sections 4.4.3.2, 4.5.2, and 4.5.3 of the Town of New Tecumseth Official Plan, NVCA guidelines or relevant
Provincial document(s).

The NVCA agrees to provide the Town with yearly reporting defining how the Town’s annual contribution to the
NVCA was used, and will specifically address improvements that have occurred to the Town or watershed in
general as a result of NVCA efforts.

The NVCA will complete a multi-year plan (e.g. Business Plan) demonstrating how their mandated responsibilities
are proposed to be carried out as they affect the Town. This Plan is subject to NVCA Board of Directors approval.
The NVCA Board members will consider input from the Town Council when approving the plan.

NVCA staff shall provide evidence at the OMB or other tribunals as necessary in regard to plan review matters
undertaken by the NVCA in accordance with this Agreement at no additional cost to the Town, unless otherwise
agreed upon in writing.

TERM AND IMPLEMENTATION
The Town and the NVCA agree:

1) The term of this Agreement shall be for a period of three years from the date of execution by the
Municipality and the Agreement shall be automatically extended for additional three-year terms, on
the same terms and conditions as contained herein at the discretion of the municipality and the
NVCA, until terminated or amended by either party in accordance with subsection 4(b) herein.
Notwithstanding the above, the NVCA Screening Maps may be updated at any time at the
discretion of the Town and the NVCA as new information becomes available.

ii) That the Town and the NVCA will review this Agreement to consider changes in programs of the
parties or changes in Provincial policies at least three months prior to the expiry of each three-year
term. The Municipality’s Planning, Engineering and Building Departments and NVCA staff will
monitor the Agreement and its expiry;

iii) To explore further opportunities to streamline the plan review process as appropriate;

iv) NVCA staff as necessary per the plan review process may attend Ontario Municipal Board
Hearings with Town staff, with respect to the plan review and technical clearance services
provided by the NVCA pursuant to this agreement. Where Town staff are attending Hearings in
which matters of mutual interest are at issue, Town staff may attend to represent both parties’
interests, at the mutual agreement of both parties. Notwithstanding the aforesaid, the NVCA will

not be precluded from independently appealing a decision to the Ontario Municipal Board if they
so choose;

To participate jointly in preconsultation as appropriate for new development proposals;

That fees for the NVCA component of plan review and technical clearance services shall be set by
the NVCA, as approved by the Nottawasaga Valley Conservation Authority Board of Directors,
and reflected in the approved planning Fee Schedules, and any approved revised Schedules will be
provided to the municipality as they occur.

The NVCA shall be responsible for collecting all NVCA plan review and technical clearance
service related application fees;

That the Town will forward applications in a timely manner to the NVCA. The NVCA agrees to
comment on applications within the timeframe requirements of the Planning Act. In the event that
this is not possible, the NVCA will provide notification to the Town prior to the expiration of the
relevant timeframe with rationale for the delay and specify the revised time commitment. The
Town may or may not agree to the extended timeframe.

It is agreed that the Town will not knowingly or without prior communication to the NVCA issue
building permits or provide final approval if the NVCA has not signed off on any application
which may require a permit from the NVCA under its Regulation;

That the NVCA shall provide the Town with a Screening Map, as described in Schedule 2, based
on the best science/information available and will be updated periodically as new information
becomes available; and,

That both parties agree to meet the requirements of the Municipal Freedom of Information and
Protection and Privacy Act, R.S.0. 1990, Chapter M.56.

Either party may terminate this agreement at any time upon delivering 6 months written notice of
termination, by prepaid registered mail, to the other party, where notice shall be deemed to be received on
the third business day from the date of mailing.

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SCHEDULE -1
Screening Procedure

1. The following Screening Criteria is to be used in conjunction with the NVCA Screening Map to provide
the Town with a reference for the circulation of development applications and/or policy documents.

2. As noted in section 3 of the agreement the Town will screen and send all policy documents that may affect
environmental and/or natural hazard issues and/or NVCA lands will be circulated to the NVCA for
comment; e.g., Official Plan and Secondary Plan Amendments, Policy Amendments, Background
Municipal Studies, Subwatershed Studies, Environmental Assessments and other environmental studies.

3. Where the land area of a development application is wholly, or partially within or abutting the NVCA
Screening Area described on the Screening Map, the following applications should be forwarded by the
Town to the NVCA for comment as part of the approvals process:

a. Site-specific official plan amendment applications, and any applications related to items c, d or g
below.

b. Site specific rezoning and Minister's Zoning Order applications, and any applications related to items
¢, d or g below.

Plan of subdivision applications, which are both within and outside the screening area.

d. Plan of condominium applications, which have not received previous site plan or subdivision approval,
which are both within and outside the screening area.

e. Consent applications involving easements, creation of new lots or part lots, and/or lot boundary
adjustments or additions.

f.  Minor variance applications.

g. Site plan approval applications (pursuant to Section 41 of the Planning Act), which are both within and
outside the screening area, for technical review purposes.

For building permit applications within the regulated area, the Town will advise applicants to confirm any
requirements directly with the NVCA, and ensure that the application is in accordance with the requirements of the
Ontario Building Code. Building permits shall not knowingly be issued for properties that may be subject to flood
hazards, until such time as requisite clearances have been provided by the NVCA.

For Site Alteration and Fill permit applications, the Building Department will verify whether the site is located
within the NVCA’s regulated area. If the site is within the regulated area, the applicant will be required to apply
for a permit through the NVCA directly. If the site is outside of the regulated area, the permit application will be
processed through the Building Department.

Any works proposed within or adjacent to a valley or stream corridor or other areas regulated by the NVCA, may
require NVCA permit approval under the NVCA’s Ontario Regulation. Where it has been identified by the NVCA
that such permits are required, this requirement shall be identified in, and where feasible be a condition of, all
Planning Act approvals provided by the Town.

For all development applications not within NVCA regulated areas, or other areas of concern identified by the
NVCA, the Town will be solely responsible for the review, approval, inspection and enforcement of erosion and
sediment control measures during the construction period. The NVCA will assist with the technical review of
erosion and sediment control plans at the discretion of the Town and the NVCA.
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Within an NVCA area of interest, landscape and planting requirements, in addition to sediment and erosion control
requirements may be required by the NVCA, and shall be considered by Town staff in their review of affected
applications.

For all applications listed in number 3 (above), the NVCA may require review of, and/or request additional studies
in support of, proposed or requisite stormwater management measures.

For all applications listed in number 3 (above), the Town may or may not include NVCA comments and may
proceed with the planning approval process if NVCA comments are either not received within the Planning Act
mandated timelines or if NVCA issues remain unresolved.

When multiple approvals apply and are being processed concurrently for the same property, the NVCA shall only
charge a single set of application fees in accordance with the approved NVCA review fee schedule.

Within 10 working days of receipt of each application forwarded by the Town, the NVCA shall conduct an initial
appraisal to confirm if any NVCA assessment and/or comment is necessary or required. If, upon this initial
appraisal, no further NVCA work is deemed necessary, no NVCA fee will apply and the Town and applicant shall
be advised accordingly.
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SCHEDULE-2
Definitions

L.

"Plan Review" is defined as:

(i) reviewing development applications recognizing the objectives and timeframes set by Provincial and
municipal planning documents, legislation and regulations.

(ii) delineating the limits of the natural features and systems;
(ii1) identifying the need for technical reports; and

(iv) specifying conditions of approval.

"Technical Clearance" is defined as:

(i) assessing any applicable technical reports submitted by the proponent to determine if the reports
satisfy the conditions specified; and

(ii) clearing conditions.
"Screening Map" is defined as:

(i) a map delineating areas of the interest as may be relevant to policy formulation or development
applications. Specifically, areas of interest may include:

o NVCA regulated areas including: watercourses, river and stream valleys, natural hazards
(flooding, erosion and unstable soils/bedrock), wetlands, and associated allowances/other lands;
and,

e Natural features and areas including: areas of natural and scientific interest, habitat of rare and
endangered and threatened species, wildlife habitat, woodlands, wetlands, surface and
groundwater features and fisheries habitats.

SCHEDULE-3

Agreement Matters, Communications and Issue Resolution Protocol

1.

Any disputes should, as much as possible, be resolved in a collaborative manner between the NVCA and
Town staff.

Each party should clearly articulate their expectations with clear lines of communication and respect for
each party’s interests.

Mediation shall be an option both parties agree to consider as necessary to resolve any disputes related to
matters pertaining to this Agreement.

Before proceeding to any formal dispute resolution mechanisms involving NVCA Board of Directors or
Town Council, the NVCA and Town staff should when possible use their best efforts to jointly develop a
written issue statement, describing the facts and events leading to the dispute and potential resolution
options.

Whereas the Ministry of Natural Resources provides matching funding for
approved projects under the WECI program,

And Whereas the NVCA has been approved for two projects important to our
water control structures,

And Whereas the NVCA reserves would be required to match the WECI
funding,

Be It Resolved That the NVCA approve proceeding with the two approved
WECI projects

And Further That the 2011 Budgeted Capital Reserves use of $15,000 be
increased by $18,500 for a total approved capital reserve use of $33,500

Background:

The Ministry of Natural Resources sponsors the Water and Erosion Control
Structure Infrastructure (WECI) program for Conservation Authorities. The
program provides support for major maintenance projects and studies
important to the viability of flood and erosion control structures. The process
involves submission of proposals which are reviewed by a committee of peers
for project eligibility and ranking. The NVCA has not received any funding
from this program since 2005.

This year we have received approval for the following 2 projects:

1. New Lowell Dam — Replacement of Stop Logs

The dam has two bays with 9 stop logs/bay. The stop logs were last
replaced in 1990 and they are showing visible signs of decay. For the last 5
years leakage through the logs has become progressively worse despite
efforts to seal the leaks. 2010 was considered a wet year and several
times the reservoir dipped below the operating level due to leakage. The
integrity of the wood on the log surface has deteriorated to point where
visible pieces have come off.

Estimated Project Cost: $42,000
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2. New Lowell Dam — Dam Break Analysis

A dam safety review (DSR) was undertaken in 2005. At that time the dam
was given a Hazard Classification Index (HCI) of ‘High’. This classification
has further implications to the frequency of future DSR’s and maintenance.
The rating was based on a series of assumptions made by consulting
engineers on the potential scenario that would unfold during a ‘sunny day’
dam failure. The report went on to say that the classification was
‘preliminary’. The classification could be verified by estimating the possible
loss of life downstream of the dam. This can be done by verifying
elevations of the downstream properties and undertaking dam break
modelling of the river reach downstream of the dam.

Estimated Project Cost: $25,000

The WECI program requires formal support from the NVCA for the projects to
go ahead.

It should be noted that the project costs are estimations based on similar
projects done by others. Staff believe the actual project cost may be slightly
less. The initial WECI payment to the NVCA will be 75% of the estimated
amount and then the remainder is paid (if required) after the submission of a
mid-term report.

The approved 2011 budget has $30,000 ($15,000 NVCA Capital Reserves /
$15,000 WECI) allocated to potential WECI projects. The total amount
required for the approved projects is $67,000 ($33,500 NVCA / $33,500
WECI).

An additional NVCA contribution of $18,500 is needed from Capital reserves to
match the funding for the projects approved by the WECI committee.

Recommendations:

1. The NVCA Board of Directors supports the New Lowell Dam — Replacement
of Stop Logs and the New Lowell Dam — Dam Break Analysis projects as
approved by the WECI program.

2. That additional Capital Reserve of $18,500 be approved for the NVCA
portion of the project costs

1. NVCA 201172012 INSURANCE

RECOMMENDATION:

That the Board of Directors approve payment of $57,538., inclusive of tax,
to AON Reed Stenhouse Inc., Insurance Brokers Risk Consultants, for the
renewal of the April 1, 2011 to March 31, 2012 Nottawasaga Valley
Conservation Authority insurance.

BACKGROUND

To assist with premium costs for insurance (and benefits) Conservation
Authorities joined together and formed a ‘Conservation Ontario General
Insurance Program and Benefits Committee’ (GIPBC). This Committee has
been active for over 20 years, and as a results, smaller Authorities such as
the Nottawasaga Valley Conservation Authority (NVCA), experience better
premium rates and are able to enhance liability insurance with a group
umbrella of $9 million, over and above Commercial General Liability of $1
million. The GIPBC reports to Conservation Ontario’s Council comprised of
CAO’s and Chair’s from all CA’s.

Our Broker, AON Reed Stenhouse Inc., meets with the GIPBC, on average,
four times a year, and through their direction requests quotes and
negotiates renewals.

The attached correspondence from AON dated May 19, 2011, outlines our
2011/2012 renewal. There are no major changes to report other than a
reduction in our property premium of 3%. Renewal costs for 2011/12 are
$57,538.

Further information:
e we do have coverage for loss of revenue & business interruption
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e Errors and Omissions — our deductible is $25,000. We incur this cost
fully or partially whenever a claim is filed depending on the scope of
claim

e Source Water Protection Liability Insurance — is shared by all CA’s —
our premium is $1,000

e our insurance renewal has increased by $1,228.12 over the previous
year.

e we budgeted $64,915 (actual cost $57,538) for insurance which covers
our premiums and provides a small buffer for any unforeseen claims
(deductible costs) and increases due to changes in assets.

Directors & Officers Liability remains with ENCON, limit of liability $3 million
per claim and $5 million each policy period. A copy of the policy is attached.

Group Accident Insurance (AD&D)

This covers all members of the Board and our volunteers with a premium of
$462.26 (no change from 2010/11) inclusive of tax. The insurer is Industrial
Alliance Pacific Insurance. The attached Endorsement No. 3 outlines the
benefits.

SECTION I~ INSURING AGREEMENTS

The INSURER, in consideration of the payment of
premium, in reliance upon the attachments to and the
statements made in the application for this insurance which
is made a part thereof and subject to all of the terms and
conditions of this policy, agrees as follows:

A. Insured Person and Entity Liability

With the INSUREDS to pay on their behalf LOSS that
they may become legally obligated to pay as a result
of a CLAIM for a D&O WRONGFUL ACT.

B. Non-Profit Outside Directorship Liability

With the INSUREDS to pay on their behalf LOSS that
they may become legally obligated to pay as a result
of a CLAIM for an OUTSIDE DIRECTORSHIP
WRONGFUL ACT for which an OUTSIDE ENTITY
is not permitted to indemnify them or is unsble to
indemnify them due to its financial insolvency.

C. Employment Practices Liability

With the INSUREDS to pay on their behalf LOSS that
they may become legally obligated to pay as a result
of a CLAIM for an EMPLOYMENT PRACTICES
WRONGFUL ACT.

D. Fiduciary Liability

With the INSUREDS to pay on their behalf LOSS that
they may become legally obligated to pay as a result
of a CLAIM for a FIDUCIARY WRONGFUL ACT.

E. Defence

With the INSUREDS to have the duty and right to
defend any CLAIM made against the INSUREDS for
which coverage is provided by this policy.

This policy applies only to CLAIMS first made against the
INSUREDS during the POLICY PERIOD end then only if
reported to ENCON as outlined in Section V1.

SECTION II - DEFINITIONS
“BENEFIT PLAN” means:

1. any employee pension plan or employee welfare
benefit plan which, at the inception date of the
policy, is operated solely by the ENTITY, or
joinfly by the ENTITY and a labour organization
for the benefit of the employees of the ENTITY;

2. any medical, dental, life and accident or
employee profit sharing plan which, at the
inception date of the policy, is sponsored by the
ENTITY, except any multi-employer plan;

3. any BENEFIT PLAN acquired or created during
the POLICY PERIOD but only with respect to
FIDUCIARY WRONGFUL ACTS occurring
subsequent to the date of such acquisition or
creation.

“CLAIM” means:

L. a written or oral demand for compensatory
damages or non-monetary relief

2. acivil proceeding commenced by the service of a
notice of action, statement of claim or similar
proceeding;

3. aformal administrative or regulatory proceeding
commenced by the filing of a notice of hearing or
formal investigative order or similar document;

against any INSURED for a WRONGFUL ACT;

4. a criminal or penal proceeding commenced by
the laying of an information or similar
proceeding against any INSURED PERSON for a
WRONGFUL ACT.

‘D&0O WRONGFUL ACT” means any actual or
alleged defamation, breach of duty, neglect, error,
misstatement, misrepresentetion, omission or other act
done or attempted by any INSURED in the discharge
of their duties solely in their capacity with the
ENTITY or any matter claimed against them solely by
reason of their status as an INSURED PERSON.



“DAMAGES” means:
1. compensatory damages;

2. punitive or exemplary damages first rendered by
a court in Canada;

which the INSUREDS are legally obligated to pay as a
result of a judgement or setflement including pre and
post-judgement interest. DAMAGES shall not include
fines, penalties, multiplied damages, or damages
which may be deemed uninsurable under the law
pursuant to which this policy shall be construed.

“DEFENCE COSTS” means reasonable and necessary
legal, accounting, adjusting, investigating, expert or
appeal expenses incurred for the defence of CLAIMS
for which coverage is provided by this policy.
DEFENCE COSTS does not include salaries, wages,
ovethead or benefit expenses of any INSURED
PERSON.

“EMPLOYMENT PRACTICES WRONGFUL ACT”
means any actual or alleged:

1. wrongful termination of an individual
employment contract,

2. discrimination or harassment adversely affecting
any employee of or applicant for employment
with the ENTITY;

3. wrongful deprivation of career opportunity or
failure to employ or promote;

4. wrongful discipline of employees;

5. negligent evaluation of employees;

6. employment-related misrepresentation;
7. employment-related defamation;

8. retaliatory treatment against an employee of the
ENTITY on account of such employee’s exercise
of his/her rights under law,

9. discrimination or harassment with respect to any
past, present or prospective customers or clients
of the ENTITY.

“ENCON™ means the insurance manager whose name
and address appear in the Declarations which is
authorized to be the agent of the INSURER. ENCON
is not a party to this contract of insurance.

“ENTITY™ means

1. the non-profit organization or association named
in the Declarations;

2. any SUBSIDIARY at the inception date of the
policy;

3. any former SUBSIDIARY but coverage is only
afforded with respect to WRONGFUL ACTS
occurring during its currency as a SUBSIDIARY;

4. any SUBSIDIARY acquired or created after the
inception date of this policy on condition that:

(a) written notice together with full information
thereof, is provided to ENCON within
ninety (90) days of the acquisition or
creation of any new SUBSIDIARY whose
total annual revenues exceed twenty-five
per cent (25%) of the total annual revenues
of the ENTITY as reflected in the
ENTITY’S most recent annual financial
statements prior to such acquisition or
creation;

(b) coverage shall apply only to WRONGFUL
ACTS occurring subsequent to the effective
date of such acquisiion unless the
INSURER agrees, after presentation of a
complete application and all appropriate
information, to provide coverage by
endorsement for WRONGFUL ACTS
occurring prior to such acquisition;

(¢) an additional premium as may be required
by the INSURER be paid.

“FIDUCIARY WRONGFUL ACT” means any actual
or alleged act, error or omission arising out of the
management or administration of a BENEFIT PLAN.

“INSURED” means any INSURED PERSON and the
ENTITY.

“INSURED PERSON™ means any individual who
was, now is or shall be a director, officer, trustee,
employee, volunteer or member of any duly
constituted committee of the ENTITY, including the
estates, heirs, legal representatives or assigns of any
said deceased, incompetent, insolvent or bankrupt
individuals.

“INTERRELATED WRONGFUL ACTS” means
WRONGFUL ACTS that have as a common nexus
any fact, circumstance, situation, event, transaction,
cause or series of causally connected facts,
circumstances, situations, events, transactions or
causes.

. “INSURER” means the insurance companies whose

names appear in the Declarations.

“LOSS” means DAMAGES and DEFENCE COSTS
resulting from a CLAIM for which coverage is
provided by this policy.

“ORIGINAL POLICY” means the first policy
purchased by the ENTITY providing coverage of a
similar nature to this policy and which has continued
through renewal or reinstatement on an uninterrupted
basis since its inception. Each Insuring Agreement is
considered separately.

“‘OUTSIDE DIRECTOR” means any INSURED
PERSON acting in the capacity as a duly elected or
appointed director, officer or trustee of an OUTSIDE
ENTITY provided such position is being held at the
specific request of the ENTITY.
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“OUTSIDE DIRECTORSHIP WRONGFUL ACT”
means a D&O WRONGFUL ACT committed by an
OUTSIDE DIRECTOR.

“OUTSIDE ENTITY” means any legally constituted
non-profit organization or association.

“‘POLICY PERIOD” means the period from the
inception date of this policy to the policy expiration
date ag set out in the Declarations, or a shorter period
in the event the policy is cancelled.

“POLLUTANTS” means any solid, liquid, gaseous or
thermal irritant or contaminant including but not
limited to smoke, vapours, soot, fumes, acids, alkalis,
chemicals and waste reconditioned or reclaimed
materials as well as any air emission, odour, waste
water, oil or oil products, infectious or biological
waste, asbestos or asbestos products or any noise.

“SUBSIDIARY™ means any non-profit organization
or association more than fifty per cent (50%) owned
by the ENTITY.

“WRONGFUL ACT” means a D&0O WRONGFUL
ACT, an EMPLOYMENT PRACTICES
WRONGFUL ACT, a FIDUCIARY WRONGFUL
ACT, and/or an OUTSIDE DIRECTORSHIP
WRONGFUL ACT.

SECTION III - EXTENSIONS

Subject to the terms, conditions and exclusions of this
policy:

A.

Discovery Period (Bilateral)

If the INSURER cancels or refuses to renew this
policy for reasons other than non-payment of the
premiums due hereunder or if the ENTITY cancels or
non-renews this policy and provided there are no
outstanding premiums due hereunder, the INSUREDS
shall have the right within thirty (30) days of the
effective date of cancellation or expiry of this policy
and upon payment of a premium calculated as a
percentage (see below) of the “full annual premium?,
to an extension of the cover granted by this policy for
CLAIMS made against the INSUREDS during the
period of one (1) year after the effective date of
cancellation or expiry of this policy, but only with
respect to any WRONGFUL ACT occurring prior to
the date of such cancellation or expiry.

As used herein, “full annual premium” means the
premium level in effect immediately prior to the
effective date of cancellation or expiry.

Premium Calculation:

1. Ifthe INSURER cancels or refuses to renew:

50% if purchased following the initial policy
issued by the INSURER,;
40% if purchased following the second

consecutive
INSURER;

policy issued by the

30% if purchased following the third
consecutive policy issued by the
INSURER,

20% if purchased following the fourth or
subsequent consecutive policy issued by

the INSURER.
2. Ifthe ENTITY cancels or non-renews: 100%.

If the Discovery Period extension is purchased, the
entire premium shall be deemed eamed at its
commencement without any obligation by the
INSURER to return any part thereof and it shall not in
any way increase the limit of liability set forth in the
Declarations.

The acceptance by the INSUREDS of the
INSURER’S offer of a new policy relieves the
INSURER of any obligation it may have had to
provide Discovery Period coverage under this policy.

Spousal/Co-defendant Clause

Coverage as afforded by this policy shall apply to the
spouse (including a domestic partner) of an INSURED
PERSON provided that: (a) such spouse is named as a
co-defendant in a CLAIM against an INSURED
PERSON, and (b) such spouse is so named solely by
reason of (i) hishher status as the spouse of an
INSURED PERSON or (ii) his’her ownership interest
in property which the claimant seeks as recovery in
such CLAIM; and (c) it is not alleged in the CLAIM
that the spouse is liable to the claimant for any reasons
other than those contemplated above; and (d) coverage
is provided by this policy to the INSURED PERSON
for the CLAIM.

SECTION IV — EXCLUSIONS

This insurance does not apply to:

A.

CLAIMS for bodily injury, sickness, mental anguish,
disease or death of any person or damage to or
destruction of any tangible property including loss of
use thereof or injury resulting from false arrest,
detention, imprisonment, wrongful entry or eviction.
However, this exclusion shall not apply to allegations
of mental anguish in a CLAIM for an
EMPLOYMENT PRACTICES WRONGFUL ACT.

CLAIMS arising out of or attributable to the actual,
alleged or threatened discharge, dispersal, release or
escape of POLLUTANTS into or upon real or
personal property, the atmosphere or water, whether
such discharge, dispersal, release or escape is
intentional or accidental; or to LOSS resulting from
any direction or request to test for, monitor, cleanup,
remove, contain, freat, detoxify or neutralize
POLLUTANTS. However, this exclusion shall not
apply to:

1. any CLAIM for an EMPLOYMENT
PRACTICES WRONGFUL ACT arising from an
employee’s actual or threatened disclosure of the
matters described in this exclusion;

2. DEFENCE COSTS incurred in defending the
INSURED PERSONS arising from a CLAIM
covered under Insuring Agreement A of Section I
first brought within the territorial limits and
jurisdiction of Canada.

CLAIMS based upon, arising out of, directly or
indirectly resulting from or in consequence of:

1. ionising radiation or contamination by
radioactivity from any nuclear fuel or from any
nuclear waste ffom the combustion of nuclear
fuel;

2. the radioactive, toxic, explosive or other
hazardous properties of any explosive nuclear
assembly or nuclear component thereof,

CLAIMS arising from any WRONGFUL ACT if
notification has been given under any policy which
has expired prior to or upon the inception of this
policy and if such prior policy affords coverage (or
would afford such coverage except for the exhaustion
of its limits of liability) for such LOSS, in whole or in
part, as a result of such notice.

CLAIMS based upon, arising out of, directly or
indirectly resulting from or in consequence of any
pending or prior litigation as at the inception date of
the ORIGINAL POLICY or derived from the same or
essentially the same facts as alleged in such pending
or prior litigation.

CLAIMS arising out of or attributable to any
fraudulent, dishonest or criminal act committed
deliberately by any INSURED PERSON as
determined by a judgement or other final adjudication.

CLAIMS arsing out of or atfributable to any
INSURED PERSON gaining any profit, remuneration
or advantage to which such INSURED PERSON was
not legally entitied as determined by a judgement or
other final adjudication.

CLAIMS initiated or instituted, directly or indirectly,
by or on behalf of the ENTITY. However, this
exclusion shall not apply to:

1. any CLAIM made derivatively provided that such
CLAIM is brought totally without the
solicitation,  assistance,  participation  or
intervention of any INSURED PERSONS or the
ENTITY; and

2. any CLAIM brought by a liquidator, receiver or
trustee in bankruptcy.

CLAIMS for an actual or alleged breach of contract
except that this exclusion shall not apply to:

1. allegations of tortious conduct arising out of or
attributable to an actual or alleged breach of
contract, and

2. DEFENCE COSTS for CLAIMS arising from an
EMPLOYMENT PRACTICES WRONGFUL
ACT.
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CLAIMS arising out of or atfributable to any
grievance brought pursuant to a collective agreement.

CLAIMS for the rendering or failure to render any
kind of professional service for others, either
gratuitously or for a fee.

CLAIMS for an OUTSIDE DIRECTORSHIP
WRONGFUL ACT initiated or instituted, directly or
indirectly, by or on behalf of the OUTSIDE ENTITY
or a duly elected or appointed director, officer or
trustee of the QUTSIDE ENTITY.

CLAIMS already covered under another valid and
collectible insurance policy. However, this exclusion
shall not apply to the difference in limit between the
limit of Hability under this policy and that of such
other insurance policy. Any coverage provided by this
policy shall be specifically excess of and shall not act
in contribution with such other insurance policy.

NOTE: The WRONGFUL ACT of any INSURED shall

not be imputed to any other INSURED for
purposes of determining the applicability of the
Exclusions in Section IV.

SECTION V- COMPUTATION OF
AMOUNTS PAYABLE

The INSURER shall pay one hundred per cent (100%)
of LOSS in excess of the deductible stated in the
Declarations up to the limit of liability stated in the
Declarations except that DEFENCE COSTS shall be
paid over and above the limit of liability stated in the
Declarations provided the said limit has not been
previously exhausted by the payment of LOSS or
currently exhausted by the payment of DAMAGES.
The deductible shall apply to DAMAGES but not
DEFENCE COSTS.

All LOSS arising out of the same WRONGFUL ACT
and all INTERRELATED WRONGFUL ACTS shall
be deemed to be one LOSS, and such LOSS shall be
deemed to have originated in the earliest POLICY
PERIOD in which a CLAIM is first made against any
INSURED alleging any such WRONGFUL ACT or
INTERRELATED WRONGFUL ACTS.

If 2 CLAIM triggers more than one (1) deductible
amount, the highest of such deductible amounts shall
be deemed the deductible amount applicable to LOSS
arising from such CLAIM.

The fact that this policy may be extended by virtue of
the exercise of the Discovery Period shall not in any
way increase the limit of Lability set forth in the
Declarations.

SECTION VI ~ NOTICE OF CLAIM

The INSUREDS shall, as soon as practicable, provide
written notice to ENCON at the address indicated in the
Declarations after being made aware of a CLAIM for
which coverage would be afforded by this policy, but in no
event later than thirty (30) days following the expiration
date of the POLICY PERIOD. This thirty (30) day



extended reported period will only apply if no replacement
coverage is obtained during such thirty (30) day period.

If during the POLICY PERIOD the INSUREDS become
aware of a WRONGFUL ACT which could reasonsbly
give rise to a CLAIM and the INSUREDS deliver written
notice thereof to ENCON prior to the date of expiry of the
policy, any CLAIM arsing out of such reported
WRONGFUL ACT shall be treated as a CLAIM made
during the POLICY PERIOD in which such written notice
was delivered. The written notice shall include:

1. the names of the potential claimants and a description
of the specific WRONGFUL ACT which forms the
basis of their potential CLAIM;

2. the consequences which have resulted or may result
from such specific WRONGFUL ACT;

3. the nature of the potential damages arising from such
specific WRONGFUL ACT;, and

4. the circumstances by which the INSUREDS first
became aware of the specific WRONGFUL ACT.

If the effective date of termination of the policy is a
Saturday, Sunday, or Statutory Holiday, any CLAIM
reported to ENCON on the business day immediately
following the termination date, will be deemed to have
been reported within the POLICY PERIOD.

Notwithstanding the aforementioned, any late notice or
absence of notice is cause of forfeiture of the rights of the
INSUREDS, if the INSURER sustains injury therefrom.

SECTION VII - DEFENCE AND SETTLEMENT

No DEFENCE COSTS payable under this policy shall be
incurred without the INSURER’S consent which is not to
be unreasonably withheld. The INSURER shall not settle or
compromise any CLAIM without the written consent of the
INSUREDS involved in the CLAIM. If, however, the
INSUREDS shall refuse to consent to any settlement
recommended by defence counsel and the INSURER and
shall elect to contest the CLAIM, then the INSURER’S
liability for the CLAIM shall not exceed:

1. the amount for which the CLAIM could have been so
settled plus the DEFENCE COSTS incurred with its
consent up to the date of such refusal; and

2. eighty per cent (80%) of LOSS, including DEFENCE
COSTS, in excess of the amount referenced in
paragraph 1 above. The remaining twenty per cent
(20%) of LOSS, including DEFENCE COSTS, shall
be paid by the INSUREDS, uninsured and at their own
risk, notwithstanding anything to the contrary in
Article E of Section VIII of the policy.

Such amounts are subject to the provisions of Section V of
the policy.

The INSUREDS shall give the INSURER such information
and co-operation as it may reasonably require and as shall
be in the power of the INSUREDS to provide.

SECTION VIII - GENERAL CONDITIONS
A. Authorized Agent of the INSUREDS

In consideration of the issuance of this policy, the
INSUREDS agree that the ENTITY is hereby
appointed and authorized to act as agent on behalf of
the INSUREDS with respect to all matters of any
nature or kind relating to or affecting this policy.

B. Non-rescindable

This policy may not be rescinded by the INSURER
solely with respect to coverage provided to the
INSURED PERSONS for CLAIMS for which the
ENTITY is not permitted to indemnify them or cannot
indemnify them due to its financial insolvency.

C. Non-renewal

If the INSURED submits a completed renewal
application and the INSURER decides not to offer any
renewal terms for this policy, the INSURER shall
provide written notice to the INSURED’S broker and
the POLICY PERIOD will be extended, if necessary,
to ensure that the policy expiration date is at least sixty
(60) days subsequent to the date of such notice of non-
renewal. If an extension of the POLICY PERIOD is
required, the additional premium shall be computed on
a pro rata basts.

D. Cancellation

This policy may be cancelled by the INSUREDS by
delivering written notice by mail, facsimile or by hand
to ENCON stating when thereafter such cancellation
shall be effective. This policy may be cancelled by
ENCON by said delivery of written notice of
cancellation to the INSURED at the address shown in
the Declarations stating when not less than one
hundred and twenty (120) days thereafter, such
cancellation shall be effective. However, if ENCON
cancels the policy because of non-payment of
premium when due, this policy may be cancelled by
ENCON by said delivery of written notice of
cancellation to the INSUREDS at the address shown
in the Declarations stating when, not less than fifteen
(15) days thereafter, such cancellation shall be
effective. The delivery of notice as aforesaid shall be
sufficient proof of notice and the effective date and
hour of cancellation stated in the notice shall become
the end of the POLICY PERIOD.

Uneamned premium shall be computed on a pro rata
basis. The INSURER’S cheque delivered as aforesaid
shall be a sufficient tender of any refund of premium
due hereunder. Payment or tender of any unearned
premium by the INSURER shall not be a condition
precedent to the effectiveness of cancellation, but such
payment shall be made as soon as practicable.



Payment of LOSS

If a CLAIM made against the INSUREDS includes
both covered and uncovered allegations:

1. DEFENCE COSTS:

The INSURER shall pay one hundred per cent
(100%) of DEFENCE COSTS incurred on
account of such CLAIM made against the
INSUREDS.

2. DAMAGES:

The payment of DAMAGES by the INSURER
shall be based on the relative legal exposure of
the INSUREDS to covered and uncovered
allegations, which shall be determined upon
settlement or final adjudication of the CLAIM.

In the event that the INSUREDS and INSURER
cannot otherwise agree on the payment of
DAMAGES, the issue of payment shall be submitted
to binding arbitration pursuant to the Arbitration Act
of the Canadian province or temitory in which the
policy was issued. In the absence of such provincial or
temritorial legislation, the Arbitmation Act of Ontario
shall govern the arbitration. The arbitration panel shall
consist of one arbitrator appointed by the INSURED,
one arbitrator appointed by the INSURER and a third
independent arbitrator selected by the INSURED and
INSURER’S appointees. The fees and disbursements
of the arbitrators shall be shared equally by the
INSURED and INSURER who shall otherwise bear
their own costs of the arbitration.

Action Against INSURER

No action shall be taken against the INSURER unless,
as a condition precedent thereto, the INSUREDS shall
have been in full compliance with all the terms of this

policy.
Subrogation

In the event of any payment under this policy, the
INSURER shall be subrogated to the extent of such
payment to all the rights of recovery of the
INSUREDS and the INSUREDS shall execute all
papers required and shall do everything that may be
necessary to secure such rights, including the
execution of such documents as may be necessary to
enable the INSURER effectively to bring suit in the
name of the INSUREDS.

Severability

Subject to all of its terms and conditions, this policy
shall apply to each INSURED in the same manner and
to the same extent as if a separate policy had been
issued to each. With respect to the declarations and
statements contained in the application for coverage,
the knowledge of one INSURED shall not be imputed
to any other INSURED. The total amount payable
hereunder on behalf of all INSUREDS and,
notwithstanding the number of INSUREDS involved,
shall not exceed the limit of liability stated in the
Declarations.

Territory

Except as otherwise stated, coverage shall apply
worldwide.

Currency

Except as otherwise stated, all amounts under this
policy are expressed and payable in the currency of
Canada.

Headings

The headings to the provisions in this policy,
including those found in any endorsements attached
hereto, are provided solely for convenience, and form
no part of the terms and conditions of coverage.

Conformity to Statute

The terms of this policy which are in conflict with the
terms of any applicable laws construing this policy are
hereby amended to conform to such laws.

Interpretation

This policy shall be interpreted and construed in
accordance with the laws of the Canadian province in
which the policy was issued.

Declarations

In consideration of the payment of the premium, in
reliance upon the statements made in the application
for this insurance which is made a part hereof and
subject to all of the terms and conditions of this
policy, the INSURER has caused this policy to be
executed on the Declarations.

2011 SECOND QUARTER BUDGET REPORT

Recommendation:

That the NVCA Board receive for information the 2011 second quarter
budget report, and that staff continue to monitor budget activities, and
report to the Board on a quarterly basis.

Background:
Please find the “Summary of Budget Program Activity” (statement of
operations) up to June 30, 2011. (attachment #1)

The following are the highlights for the first quarter operations of the NVCA.

Six Month budget activity summary:

total revenue received to date 66.75% of budget

total expenditure to date 41.76% of budget

Flood program deficit of $101,474 due to outstanding MNR
transfer payment of $189,000. Anticipate receiving this in
August or September as agreed to by MNR.

Planning Program user fee revenues tracking 18% below target,
anticipated to increase in 3" and 4™ quarters with several large
projects currently underway.

Experiencing some additional Planning legal costs pressures over
budget due to OMB matters.

Overall budget anticipated to be balanced subject to Planning
user fee performance and unanticipated costs in the 3" and 4™
quarters.
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Below please find a summary of the budget activity for the first six months
for each program area as prepared by senior staff.

Land, Operations and Stewardship Services:
Forestry 110

Completion of the spring 2011 planting and managed forest plans
nearly 95% of the expenses and revenues outside of wages and
program cross charges have been accounted for. As of July 12, we are
forecasting a surplus of $7,500.00. This surplus is due to the
continued mechanization of tending and site preparation activities by
NVCA staff.

The outsource contract costs were also lower than expected and this
has also added to the surplus. According to the contractor our
management of the planting program is very efficient and allows for
their crews to finish early, which frees up time for NVCA staff to work
on other projects such as the MTO Windbreak.

There are some equipment expenses due this summer, mainly the
upgrading and improved safety of spraying equipment. This
expenditure will be covered by the surplus.

This program is on track with a modest surplus.

Healthy Waters - 120

Major under expenditure has occurred in this program due to the lower
than budgeted MOE Early Response landowner Source Protection
grant, of $500,000. NVCA has received to date an additional
$252,000 of grant for this program in 2011 and 2012. Note, revenue
is only recognized as earned once the grant has been spent and
expenditures occur subject to available grants.

As of July 12, 2011, an additional $37,000 of staffing revenue will be
required to balance the Healthy Waters Program budget, beyond the
revenue earned to date and that which has already been committed to
us. Staff have submitted funding applications which when approved,
would more than cover the outstanding $37,000 including:

1. Federal Sturgeon — Species at Risk (up to $16,000)

2. Ecoaction (up to $20,000 for 2011)

3. RBC Bluewater (up to $16,000 for 2011, deadline for confirmation
extended to August 5)
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e overall staff believe this program is on track with a balanced budget,
contingent on receiving confirmation of special project funding.

Conservation Lands — 150

e Revenues are balanced for mid-year. Revenues from “land use”
passes have increased due to our enhanced staff enforcement abilities
and increased marketing.

e New interpretive signage in several properties (Minesing
Wetlands/Nottawasaga Bluffs/Petun) have been completed within
budget.

e Hunting pass revenues will pick up in early fall as per each year.

e New properties have received additional enforcement resources, all
within budget.

e Overall this program is on track with a balanced budget predicted.

Planning - (310)

Overall the program expenditures including wages, corporate services are
tracking as budgeted.

OMB legal costs are over budget due to staff’'s participation in the
Duntroon Quarry hearing and other OMB matters. Budgeted $20,000
currently at $23,900. NVCA will request MNR flood year end funding to
help offset OMB overage. Have been successful in the past in receiving
support.

The revenues from review fees for planning are tracking approximately
18% below budget based on June 30, 2011 Statement of Operations.
Staff continue to anticipate a balanced planning budget as we are in our
busiest development review period of the year where a significant portion
of our annual revenues are received. However this is subject to receipt of
anticipated 3" and 4™ quarter user fees with minimal unexpected
expenses including additional legal fees.

Engineering (400)

e Engineering budget on target at 6 month level.
e Water control repair project (WECI) will proceed in 2011 as per
budget.
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GIS/Tech support (410)

Program tracking at anticipated 6 month level, anticipate a balanced
budget at year end.

Environmental Services (420)

Program expenditures are tracking below the 6 month anticipated level
and anticipating a balanced budget at year end

Flood Program (430-440)

Program tracking well, there are no unexpected expenditures at this
time.

Source Protection (SWP) (460)

Program tracking at anticipated 6 month level. The new contract for
fiscal year April 1 2011 to March 31 2012 is still being finalized but
indications are that funding levels will match our 2011 budget
requirements.

Tiffin - 661

The Tiffin Centre continues to welcome the pubic with our numbers
increasing each year. Summer months now see almost all weekends
booked for organized group camping and special events. The 2011
Spring Tonic Festival was one of our more successful as crowds for
both days were considered at maximum capacity. As per a long
standing agreement with the Barrie Rotary Club all event revenues are
split 50/50. This year saw our anticipated share of revenue more than
double to over $9000.

Staff have undertaken several larger projects at Tiffin this year being
the in house building of a workshop, a new multi use recreational trail
(with assistance from the Huronia Rotary) and reroofing our Sugar
Shack and Wood Shelter. New energy efficient LED lighting on all our
buildings and parking lots has replaced existing fixtures making for
considerable future savings.

Overall budget is on track with a modest surplus predicted
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Corp-Workshop, Vehicles & Equip — 650

Our fleet inventory consists of 8 cars and trucks. The age bracket is
five to 10 years. Our entire fleet is typically booked on a daily basis.
Maintenance does increase annually as our fleet ages but is considered
standard. Fuel efficiency was/is a priority during our fleet selection
process and that has realized significant long term savings. A surplus
within our gas and oil expenses will be realized.

All utility costs are in line with budget.

Overall budget is on track with a modest surplus predicted

Tiffin Education — 630

Our education program continues to build in popularity equating to
increased clientele and revenue. May and June saw close to 3500
students surpassing our 2010 numbers by over 600. Significant
student bookings for September to November will ensure a successful
fall season.

Financial contributions from corporations, service clubs and individuals
over the past 3 months are now close to $8000. This kind of support
builds staff morale and creativity within the program.

Our efforts to revive “Camp Tiffin” for the summer months are seeing
satisfactory results that continue to grow. Through the use of student
employment grants, volunteers and streamlining our existing staff
compliment we will ensure that Camp Tiffin is professionally delivered
and balances its budget. We know that a successful 2011 will realize
additional uptake in 2012.

Successful delivery of curriculum designed programming to watershed
high schools has been implemented and continues to build.

Overall budget on track with a balanced budget forecast.

Corporate Services: Office Infrastructure 660/Governance 670/
Admin 680

We anticipate a surplus in insurance of approximately $7,000 if we do
not have any unforeseen claims etc.

Does not include all expenses up to June 30" due to mail strike and
financial processing of invoices; however, staff do not anticipate any
issues overall costs are tracking at or below budget.
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e Only potential area of over budget is the Governance costs due to the
additional orientation meetings.

e Overall however anticipate a balanced budget or small surplus subject
to no unforeseen costs such as legal /insurance claims.

Conclusion:

In summary, staff believe that the NVCA programs will overall be
implemented on budget subject to no additional unforeseen costs or revenue
losses.

WHEREAS the Section 142(8) of the Municipal Act exempts a landowner of
the requirements of a Municipality’s site alteration by-law, if a Conservation C>

WHEREAS the Conservation Authority regulations requires an applicant to
submit “A complete description of the type of fill proposed to be placed or
dumped”; and

respect to the sources and quality of material they import;

WHEREAS it is the position of the MOE that the regulation of fill sites; or
filling activity is not addressable through its legislation;

BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Ganaraska Region Conservation Authority
request Conservation Ontario engage the Provincial government to develop
and implement legislation to effectively deal with large scale commercial fill
operations, and

FURTHER THAT the Full Authority forward this motion to local MPs and MPPs
and to the watershed municipalities, requesting the municipalities engage the
Association of Municipalities of Ontario to also work towards addressing
concerns regarding large commercial fill operations.

Subsequent to the Board passing the above motion, a motion was passed that
the concerns around large commercial fill operations be brought to the attention
of all Conservation Authorities in Ontario. The resolution further requested that
each Authority forward resolution FA 23/11 to their member municipalities and
local MPPs.

It is important that all parties associated with this issue work together to address
community concerns and provide for an acceptable and well regulated process
for the movement and placement of clean fill.

Dear Mr. Wilson,

Thank you for meeting with representatives of BILD on May 4® to discuss the NVCA’s
development application review fees. We greatly appreciate the time that you and Chris Hibberd
took to provide us with background information in connection with your current schedule of fees.
This was of great assistance as we work towards a common understanding and a fair method of
calculating the authority application review fees.

As you know, the Building Industry and Land Development Association (BILD) represents more
than 1,350 members and is the voice of the land development, home building and professional
renovation industry in the Greater Toronto Area (GTA) and Simcoe County. In 2010, the industry
represented 358,300 jobs attributing to 60,433 housing starts and contributed $39.1 billion dollars
to the provincial economy. In the GTA, in 2010, our industry created 168,000 jobs, 32,753 housing
starts and contributed over $17.3 billion dollars to the economy.

BILD and its members are committed to the principle that growth must pay for growth, and in
turn development will pay its fair share for the applicable reviews necessary to achieve this
objective.

Based on our discussion, BILD acknowledges that the fees collected by the NVCA are intended to
cover the Authority’s costs related to the review of development applications, including staff time
for technical review, overhead and operations. We also recognize that the Authority has recently
introduced a phasing strategy for the payment of fees and we support this decision of the Authority
Board.

As discussed, BILD is very concerned about the Authority’s significantly high application fees.

BILD members have indicated that NVCA fees are three times (or more) the cost of fees in

neighbouring Authorities, as illustrated in the cost comparison information sent to you by one of

our members last October. Our primary concern, relates to the fee for plans of subdivision, which

is much higher in comparison to other Authorities. This is exacerbated by the fact that there is no

maximum fee or limit. Furthermore, there is no fee differentiation between development projects

that contain little or no environmental features and those that contain extensive environmental

features, notwithstanding the fact that the scope of review and staff time required would be much

greater in the latter.

BILD requests that the NVCA consider implementing a scoped fee for plans of subdivision and
that such scoped fee be applied to existing and future applications. This mechanism has been
implemented at other Conservation Authorities and is supported by BILD members. This could be
implemented through a system of “capping” for the plan of subdivision fee and/or a “sliding scale” to
ensure that the fee is reflective of the variable nature of scope of environmental review required.

The basis for a scoped review can be explained as follows: the cost of processing and reviewing
applications is not primarily driven by the number of dwelling units in these applications.
Regardless of the size of a proposed development, the conservation authority incurs certain fixed
costs in processing an application. While larger developments may require additional review by
Authority staff, the time required for review does not increase in direct proportion with the
number of units. A sliding schedule of fees would better reflect the difference in costs incurred in
processing and reviewing smaller and larger development applications.

Additionally, we request that the NVCA consider excluding non-developable lands from the
calculation of the review fee to better reflect the area that is subject to the Authority’s review.

We would ask that the NVCA work to establish review fees that are, to the greatest extent possible,
in-line with other Conservation Authorities, to minimize the variation in the cost of doing business
for our members from watershed to watershed. We understand that other Authorities conduct
period reviews of its staffing and process-related efficiencies with a view to maximizing cost-
efficiencies. We would welcome such an undertaking by the NVCA and would be prepared to
provide input as warranted.

We appreciate the opportunity to participate and comment on the NCVA’s fee structure and look
forward to continued dialogue. As primary stakeholders, and considering the significance of this
issue and its economic impact on our industry, we trust that you will take our comments under
advisement.

On behalf of its members, BILD requests an opportunity to participate in any public consultation
process in connection with the review of the fee schedule to ensure a meaningful dialogue
throughout the policy formulation and amendment process. In the meantime, we would be pleased
to discuss our recommendations in further detail and accordingly, invite you to contact the

undersigned.

Whereas Section 122(4) of the Highway Traffic Act, R.S.0. 1990, Chapter H.8
sets out what vehicles are exempted from complying with certain weight
restrictions during a reduced load period, generally between March 1 and April 30
each year; and

Whereas the local Conservation Authorities and municipalities are required to
develop science-based drinking water Source Protection Plans in accordance
with the Clean Water Act, 2008; and

Whereas regular septic tank pumping has been identifled as an actlvity which
should be done on a regular basis to protect drinking water services; and

Whereas some septic systems fail during reduced lc;a,ding periods which require
a licensed Septic Hauler to pump the septic tanks and haul the septage away to a
proper waste water disposal facility; and

Whereas the tare weight (empty truck) on most septic haulage vehicles is at or
slightly below the maximum weight of 5,000 kilograms per axle which is the
maximum weight upon each axle of a vehicle that may be operated or drawn
upon any designated highway when reduced load periods are in effect making it
difficult, if not impossible, to transport septage along such designated highways
that is pumped under emergency situations;

Now therefore be it resolved that the Ministry of Transportation be requested to
amend Section 122(4) of the Highway Traffic Act, R.S.0. 1990, Chapter H.8to . _
allow for licensed Septic Haulers to operate upon any designated highway where
the weight upon an axle does not exceed 7,500 kilograms during a reduced load
period, which is similar to the maximum axle weight that is allowed for vehicles
transporting heating fuel, livestock feed and live pouitry, and the Association of
Municipalities of Ontario be requested to endorse this resolution.

RE: Conservation Authority Hydrogeologist’s Participation in the Provincial
Groundwater Monitoring Network (PGMN) Program

Over the past 10 years the Ministry of Environment (MOE), the Conservation Authorities
and the participating Municipalities have, together, successfully established and operated
the PGMN Program.

The Network currently has over 470 ambient monitoring wells, monitoring groundwater
levels once per hour. 360 of these wells monitor groundwater chemistry at least once per
year. In addition, over 50 rain gauges have been establishment at select PGMN
monitoring sites and are collecting precipitation data generally once every 15 minutes.

The scope and scale of the Network and the data that it generates, makes the PGMN a
very valuable tool to support water management activities for both the Conservation
Authorities and the MOE.

The PGMN water level data shows that the Network can capture seasonal groundwater

level variations, Winter—Spring high water level trends over time, Summer-Fall low

water level variations over time, and groundwater level responses to both local weather
events, as well as, broader regional-scale weather events, such as the 2007 “drought”.

This is extremely useful as it allows one to understand not only how extensive a drought
event might be, but also how different types of aquifers (eg. shallow water table, deep
confined, fractured bedrock, karstic, etc.) respond to broad-scale weather events. 6)
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Water level profiles from a few PGMN wells that are monitoring aquifers in different
parts of southern Ontario are attached to the end of this memo. These profiles show how
differently the groundwater levels behave in the various aquifers.

For example:

e The water level profile from PGMN Well -406, which is located in the Exeter
area, shows that during the 2007 summer drought, the groundwater levels in this
karstic, carbonate aquifer dropped by over 11 meters.

e PGMN Well -336, which is a carbonate aquifer located in the Milton area, also
shows significant seasonal variations in groundwater levels. In the summer of
2007 the groundwater levels in this well dropped by over 6.5 meters.

e Groundwater levels in the sand and gravel overburden aquifer, located in the
Huttonville area are monitored by PGMN Well -020. Groundwater levels in this
well dropped by 1.02 meters during the summer of 2007. The water levels were
also relatively low during the summer of 2002. The wet 2008 and 2009 years are
reflected in the higher winter/spring and summer/fall groundwater levels.

e Water levels in PGMN Well -200, which is located in the Brockville area, also
responded to the 2007 dry year with a summer drop in water level by 3.4 meters.
The 2008 and 2009 wet summers are reflected in the higher summer water levels
in this aquifer. Winter/spring high water levels are relatively constant for the
period 2003-2009.

e Water levels in PGMN Well -268, a confined limestone aquifer located in the
Cornwall area also responded to the 2007 dry year with a seasonal water level
change of 3.0 meters. This aquifer also responded to the wet 2008 and 2009
summers with higher summer water levels.

e PGMN Well -331, a granite aquifer located in the Sharbot Lake area showed only
a slightly lower summer groundwater level during the summer of 2007 when
compared to the summers of 2006, 2005 and 2003; but did show elevated summer
water levels in the wet summers of 2008 and 2009.

Understanding how and why groundwater levels change in the aquifers will help in
making good water management decisions. Combined PGMN precipitation-groundwater
level information will support the groundwater component of the Low Water Response
Program, the assessment of applications for Permits-To-Take-Water, land-
use/development and quarry development / expansion applications, and allow for the
recognition of groundwater level trends over time, and for some PGMN wells,
correlations with water takings (increased or decreased).



For PGMN wells that are monitoring water table aquifers that are located near to surface
water bodies, the data can be used to better understand the interaction between
groundwater levels and base-flow to streams, lakes or wetlands.

The interpretation of hydrogeological information and the provision of hydrogeological

advice are considered geoscience under the Professional Geoscience Act of Ontario, and
as such, is required to be carried out by qualified geoscientists who are licensed to work
in Ontario.

The 2002-2009 PGMN groundwater level data has been corrected for errors and shifts
which were primarily caused by changes in the depth of the level loggers within the
monitoring wells. Work is underway to get the corrected data onto the Ministry’s Public
Web-site and into the PGMIS.

Work is underway to finalize a data recording/reporting template which can be used by
field staff when work is done at the well sites to help mitigate changes in the depth of the
level loggers.

The 2009 to the present PGMN water level data is currently in its raw form and needs to
be reviewed and if necessary, corrected. This data review /correction needs to be signed
off by a qualified P.Geo. or qualified P.Eng.

This memo is a follow-up to discussions held on this topic at the March 23/11 PGMN
Director’s Committee Meeting, the June 14/11 PGMN Technical Committee Meeting,
and the June 16/11 Conservation Authority Geoscientists Meeting,

The Ministry is seeking the participation of the Conservation Authority and participating
Municipality Professional Geoscientists (Hydrogeologists) in reviewing and, if necessary,
correcting the PGMN water level data for the period: mid 2009 to the present time in
their jurisdiction, and to participate in the on-going review /correction of the PGMN
groundwater level data on a semi-annual basis into the future.

As a quality control / quality assurance measure, the Ministry will request that the raw
data (with profile graph) and the corrected data (with profile graph) be returned to the
Ministry for posting.

Below you will find a Table with a description of 5 different potential levels of
participation.

I am requesting that you consider the groundwater data needs of your Conservation
Authority or Municipality to carry out it’s groundwater management activities, check off
the appropriate level of participation for you in correcting PGMN water level data, and
return the table to me via e-mail by July 15/2011.

Review of portions of Proposed Amendment 1 (2010) to the
Growth Plan for the Greater Golden Horseshoe, 2006

The Ministry of Infrastructure has been reviewing and considering the wide range of
comments received during the consultation period on Proposed Amendment 1.

Based on this diverse feedback on a number of complex policy issues the Minister is
seeking additional input regarding municipal concerns.

Therefore, the Minister of Infrastructure directs the Office of the Provincial Development
Facilitator to work with Simcoe County and its lower-tier municipalities on issues
outlined below.

The discussions will be predicated on the following:

« Any recommendations will conform to the Growth Plan for the Greater Golden
Horseshoe, 2006.

 The total population and employment forecasts to 2031 of 667,000 people and
254,000 jobs for Simcoe, Barrie and Orillia in Schedule 3 of the Growth Plan for the
Greater Golden Horseshoe, 2006 along with the population and employment
forecasts for the single-tier cities of Barrie and Orillia as set out in Schedule 7 of
Proposed Amendment 1, will remain unchanged.

» The recommendations may include unique approaches in different areas of the
County, recognizing the unique characteristics of the municipalities in Simcoe

The Minister of Infrastructure directs the Office of the Provincial Development Facilitator
will work with Simcoe County and its lower-tier municipalities to assist them in
determining recommendations regarding:

1. The allocation of the population and employment forecasts for the lower-tiers.

2. Approaches to managing the oversupply of land available for growth as determined
in accordance with policy 6.3.2 of Proposed Amendment 1 (2010) to the Growth

3. Alternative intensification targets and designated greenfield area density targets for
each lower-tier municipality within the County of Simcoe that reflect the character of
the communities, while ensuring the creation of more compact, mixed-use
communities.

Re:  Provincial comments regarding groundwater vulnerability estimation in the South
Georgian Bay Lake Simcoe Source Protection Region Assessment Reports.

This letter is written in response to the (verbal) technical comments received from your branch
regarding the South Georgian Bay Lake Simcoe (SGBLS) Source Protection Region’s Assessment
Reports; specifically the comments regarding the alternate method for groundwater
vulnerability scoring that considered water quality in the assessment. The Lakes Simcoe and
Couchiching / Black River Source Protection Authority (Lead SPA) dealt with this matter at their
June 24™ 2011 meeting. At this meeting, the SPA respectfully requested clarification of the
provincial position on this matter, and a written explanation of the technical rationale behind
the limited approval granted regarding the alternate method. Of particular concern was the
permission to elevate the vulnerability score from low to moderate, but not from moderate to
high under the same circumstances. Below is some information to provide some context and
explain the concerns raised regarding the required revisions.

At the June 24" meeting, the Lead SPA met to review and endorse the submission of an
updated set of Assessment Reports. The Lead SPA was advised at that time of communication
between provincial and SGBLS staff regarding a technical approach for groundwater
vulnerability assessment (where permission to use an alternate method was granted, but that
permission has been exceeded in the SGBLS Assessment Reports in the opinion of ministry
staff).

The result of this communication is a provincial requirement to amend our Assessment Reports.
The amendments specific to the comment in question include removing the vulnerability
increases we had incorporated where groundwater quality suggested more vulnerable
municipal aquifers than did the geological interpretation alone, and subsequently revising the
significant threats enumeration to reflect the revised vulnerability scores (i.e. removing a
number of significant threats from the Assessment Reports). g—

Let me assure you that we respect the authority of the ministry to require revisions to ensure
technical appropriateness and compliance with the Clean Water Act and regulations, and had
no concern whatsoever with the bulk of the comments received as a result of the provincial
review. The requirement to lower vulnerability scores and remove significant threats where
there is reason to be cautious, however, generated substantial discussion and concern at the
Lead SPA meeting, as it seems in conflict with the precautionary principal that has guided much
of the Source Protection program. SGBLS staff were unable to adequately explain the technical
rationale behind this provincial direction, which prompted an amendment to the
recommendation put forward by staff.

The Lead SPA endorsed revision of the Assessment Reports to reflect all ministry comments and
submission of the revised documents on August 30, 2011 (per the staff recommendation).
There was additional direction included in the resolution to request the ministry technical
rationale behind the limited approval granted regarding the alternate method as noted above
(why were we permitted to elevate the vulnerability score from low to moderate, but not from
moderate to high under the same circumstances).

The Lead SPA, our partner authorities, and the Source Protection Committee are very pleased
with the partnership that has been established with the Ministry of the Environment on this
critical program, and the progress made in our very complex region.
